1 CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS

Councillors were welcomed to the meeting.  Disappointment was expressed that no members of the public had attended despite the meeting being advertised through the village.  Comments were made that changes could be made next year to attract residents.

Cllr Good had sent apologies due to another commitment.  These were accepted.

3.  NOTES OF MEETING HELD ON 8th May 2006

The notes of the meeting held on 8.05.06 were accepted as a true and accurate record and were signed as the minutes.  Proposed Cllr Allen, seconded Cllr Frayne.

4. REPORTS ON MATTERS OUTSTANDING 

There were no matters outstanding.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The clerk presented the unaudited accounts for year ending 31st March 2007.  

These showed a total final balance of £35328.38.  It was proposed that these be accepted, subject to a satisfactory audit by the internal auditor and Moore Stephens, by Cllr Prabucki and seconded by Cllr Taylor.

6.        CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Thanks  The Chairman commented on a busy  but enjoyable year.  He thanked Cllrs for their various roles and input and District Councillor Kerr for his attendance at meetings and advice on matters especially planning matters.  The clerk was thanked for her work during the year which included organising the playscheme. 

The past year  

Traffic speeding had been monitored and gained coverage in the Advertiser.

Dog- fouling had been a recurrent problem but the Council is looking to employ RC Services.

Village Plan had been completed and now the action plan was being considered.

Consideration of planning applications had formed a large part of the Council’s work and in particular the demolition of a bungalow on Main Street and the development of 24 Doddington Lane had been extremely lengthy.

Quality status had been obtained.

Facilities at the playing fields need up dating and the Council is working with village groups on this project.  The Chance to Share  financial situation has not yet been resolved.

The year ahead  

It is hoped the Chance to Share arrangements can be finalised together with improving and extending the existing playing fields or looking at new sites in the village.  The action plan (resulting from the village plan) also needs a lot of input to determine options for our village.

PARISHIONERS QUESTIONS

None.  Lack of attendance could be due to the fact that the public are being made more aware of the Council’s activities by the newsletter, the annual report, the minutes being displayed on the web-site and the Council’s own web-site.
